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White Acrylic Gesso (Matte Medium can also be used)

Brushes
¥ 1 “Junk/Ugly” brush - 1”
¥ 1 Round - “Mop” or large brush
¥ Other small brushes - your choice

Papers
¥ Two 9” X 12" (1/4 sheet) — one for practice and one for final painting - paper type of your

choice
(Can use several small pieces for practice - any type / weight / texture - about 5” X 6)
¥  White tissue paper: 2-3 pieces - larger than your 9 X 12 paper
