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What’s Online Media?

• eBooks

– Can be read on smartphones, tablets, 
or computers

– Usually require an app

– Can change font size, look up words,
make notes, check footnotes, set
bookmarks, move around the book, 
and more

What’s Online Media?

• Audiobooks

– Pre-recorded books that you can listen
to in the car or over 
speakers/headphones 

– Change playback speed without 
changing pitch

– Some apps synchronize audio and 
eBook copies (Amazon WhisperSync)

• Movies, music, podcasts, and other 
media
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Media Apps from Libraries

• Libby (was OverDrive)
– eBooks, audiobooks, magazines
– Android, iOS, Kindle tablet, web
– Free with library card
– Available from most libraries

• Hoopla
– eBooks, audiobooks, comics, movies, 

television, music
– Android, iOS, Kindle tablet
– Free with library card
– May not be available from all libraries

• Kanopy
– Films: documentaries, indies and classics, 

children’s, educational
– Free with library card
– Not available from all libraries

• CloudLibrary
– eBooks, audiobooks
– Free with library card
– Not available from all libraries

• TumbleBooks
– eBooks and audiobooks for kids
– Available at most libraries
– Free with library card
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Media Apps: Not library-affiliated, 
Some free items

• Kindle

– eBooks, audiobooks, comics, magazines

– Android, iOS, PC, Mac, Kindle tablet

– Many books cost but some are free; Kindle 
Unlimited costs $10/mo for all-you-can-read 

• Amazon

– eBooks, real books, videos, and much more.

– Books can be read with the Amazon reader 
or the Kindle app

– Many books cost but some books are free; 
Amazon Prime Reading is free with Amazon 
Prime membership for all-you-can-read
